Long, tubular beaded danges with loops at the bottom hang from the bottom of
the pectoral. Pectoral decorated with three bands of interlocking motifs depicting women holding hands in
a Dabke dance, as well as triangles. Straps decorated with repeated 8 pointed floral motif. Pectoral: white,
orange, red with blue and green. Multicolor straps. Dangles of light and dark blue, orange and yellow.
Fabric backing, appears to be from scraps.
